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White middle class students' resistance in teacher education classes that deal with social justice issues has been studied at length (Ladson-Billings, 1995; Sleeter, 2001; Daniel Tatum, 2004). However, not many studies have examined the relationship between resistance and the identity of the professor. This study explored the relationship between white middle class students' resistance to social justice issues and the identity of the professor teaching the class. Results revealed that there is a positive coefficient correlation between the students' identity and levels of openness to social justice issues.
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
