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Effect Of Poor Funding Of Nigerian Universities On Quality Knowledge Generation (0293) 
The Universities function as a catalyst for the development of all societies all over the world. For the Universities to achieve the above, the knowledge generated and disseminated has to be relevant to the needs of the society where the Universities are situated. To achieve the latter, there are basic requirements needed to generate and disseminate quality knowledge. These requirements are effective and efficient academic and non-academic staff; administration, quality teaching, students, and Universities are faced with various crises that militate against the production of quality knowledge.

This study intends to determine the factors that militate against the generating quality knowledge in our Universities today with a view to proffering solution. The instrument for data collection was the questionnaire developed by researchers. The data gathered were analysed using mean acceptance and rejection level for each item. 3.00 was the cut-off mark. Items that scored below 3.00 were not regarded as causative factors while scores of 3.00 and above were accepted. The result of the study revealed that quality assurance in the generation and dissemination can be achieved only when the identified obstacles were eliminated. Finally, recommendations for the survival of the Universities in Nigeria were made.
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
