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Abstract: Absence of father or mother can strongly influence the personality of students (Biabangard, 1990). Several researchers have shown that gender, type of university/college, and marital status can influence students’ social adjustment. Thus the purpose of this study was to investigate the behavior of orphan students (male and female) in terms of social adjustment and compare the results to other normal students. This study considered gender, type of university/college, marital status, and occupation as intervening variables. The data which was gathered through questionnaires from 720 students showed that orphan hood and the type university/college can not significantly influence students’ social adjustment. On the other hand, the results showed that there was a positive relationship between being married, occupied or female and students’ social adjustment.
