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The development of an in-house taxonomy used in the analysis of qualitative data from student satisfaction surveys at the University of Sydney (0081) 
Details of research
The University of Sydney collects qualitative data on the student experience of learning and teaching through the internally administered Student Course Experience Questionnaire. This is analysed using an in-house taxonomy developed specifically for the purpose, and based on the SCEQ Scales and other aspects relating to learning and teaching. The poster will focus on the development of this taxonomy from its first iteration as a simple list of headings in 2001 to the current, comprehensive and descriptive version.

Stages in the research:
Putting theoretical and practical knowledge into practice: Developing the SCEQ Taxonomy and its sub-sets, using professional library skills and knowledge gained from analysis of qualitative data from student satisfaction surveys
Responding to change: reviewing and updating, in accordance with the needs of stakeholders in the Australian higher education reporting environment
The final product: a taxonomy that can be used in textual analysis query formulation, and easily transferred to the analysis of qualitative data from a range of student surveys of teaching
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
