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Higher education in Portugal and in England: valuing production of knowledge (0102) 
Production of knowledge is a relevant issue of contemporary higher education. Its relationship with higher education has being reformulated and revalued. Some authors have claimed that a transformation is occurring and that it will impact on several aspects of higher education, such as the academic community and the relationships between teaching and research (Gibbons et al. , 1994; Ziman, 1994; Nowotny et al., 2004).
The goal of this paper is to analyse how knowledge production is being valued in higher education in Portugal and in England. In the first part we will approach the transformation that is occurring in the production of knowledge in higher education and its several impacts on teaching and research. We will approach knowledge production as ‘research’ and argue that are some fundamental changes occurring in the ‘nature’ of research that seem to introduce new values in higher education, namely at the level of ‘academic community’.
In the second part we will discuss and analyse the results of an exploratory study, conducted through interviews to key actors of knowledge production in Portugal and in England. We intend to clarify what kind of research is privileged and valued by these actors and what impact does it have on the funding and selection of the research effectively conducted in those two countries. The impact of the valuation of knowledge production will also be analysed with regard to its impact on the teaching function and in the ‘academic community’ of those two countries.
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
