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Evaluation of the effects of an Induction Course For University Teachers: What do they believe and do? (0336) 
Introduction.
Although some studies exist (Gibbs & Coffey, 2004), there are not many data on the effects of induction programs for university teachers. Our program is aimed at changing teachers’ conceptions of learning and teaching and in teaching practice in order to improve students’ experience and outcomes. Using an approach which draws on suggestions from the literature (Kreber & Brook, 2001; McAlpine & Harris, 2002) we collected systematic information on the impact of an induction course. In this paper we report on an evaluation of what participants think, believe and do. Development activities are supposed to impact on students, so we also collected partial information from a sample of students.
Method
Sample: 50 Teachers participating in an introductory course in university teaching. A small sample of their students was also assessed.
Procedure: we tried to adhere to a pre-post experimental design, but for some measures we could only secure post information. Some comparisons with a waiting list data and control group have also been carried out.
Instruments: Teachers: portfolio analysis; questionnaires on learning and teaching beliefs, teaching methods and styles; analysis of perception of change. Students: questionnaires for students perceptions of teaching and study process.
Discussion
Our results show some changes at all levels in teachers and some in the perception of their students. These results and their meaning for induction training will be discussed.
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
