Learner-Centered Teaching in higher Education: An Analysis of its effectiveness in Pakistani Perspective (0302) 
Student-centered learning is an approach to teaching focusing on the needs of the students, rather than those of others involved in the teaching process, such as teachers and administrators. This approach has many implications for the design of curriculum, course content, and interactivity of courses.
Traditionally, teachers were at the centre of learning with students assuming a receptive role in their education. With research showing how people learn, traditional curriculum approaches to instruction where teachers were at the centre gave way to new ways of teaching and learning.
The paper discusses learner-centered teaching practices and the old conventional styles of teaching. The paper evaluate real life learning circumstances to those in the classroom. It illustrates that transmitting information through conventional techniques, create misunderstanding and reduces self-esteem, which then becomes a hurdle to understanding. The paper demonstrates the value of a student-teacher cooperation in which the teacher learn from the student that what is the best way to teach and learn, offering both a better opportunity for learning and greater success for both in the future.
As it is clear that the focus of the two approaches is different in the sense that students’ centered teaching methods address higher education and the teacher centered or conventional techniques are more likely to be useful for primary and secondary classes. They both have very strong points for any person or a system want to make the learning environment more prolific for students, rather than a system that center almost entirely on the success of the teacher but learning is not its primary concern.
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
