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The Impact of Portfolio Assessment on Graduate Students' learning Experience (0154) 
The purpose of this study was to understand graduate student's perceptions about their learning during the utility of self assessment portfolio. Using qualitative methods to investigate the purpose in creating portfolio, the process they employed to create one, and the learning gained in the process.
The study was qualitative in nature, data were analyzed inductively. A number of strategies were used to collect the data. The primary methods were interviews, portfolios, and reflective journals.
The participants for this study were nine graduate students in research methods course in the masters of curriculum and teaching methods program
The nine students in this study verified previous findings in that time was present throughout the study. However, they found that portfolios were useful to them in organizing learning, making a person aware of his learning strategies, and in enhancing student- teacher interaction.
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
